Attendance 

As you are aware attendance in school is hugely important. We understand that there are various 

bugs circulating at present, and we would not want your child to come into school when they are ill, 

however please make every effort to keep your child’s attendance high. We do submit our 

attendance data, which is checked, and any pupils with low attendance will be flagged up. An 

attendance rate below 90% is considered as persistent absenteeism. We will be sending out 

letters next week to inform you of your child’s attendance if it is below this 90% threshold. This 

is for your information only. 

We do also need to know if your child is ill or not in school for any reason, so please call or email 

the school in the morning to let us know. We have a duty of care to ensure that we know your child 

is safe, and we will contact agencies for support if we are concerned about a child’s welfare. 

Many thanks for your ongoing support with this. 

 

Winter weather 

As the weather is now getting colder please can you ensure that the children come to school with 

warm clothing so that they don’t get too cold during outside play times. 

Should the weather make the school site, or travelling to school unsafe, we may need to take the 

decision to close the school site and switch to remote learning. Teachers will put learning 
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activities and resources on the website under their class pages so there will be learning for the 

children to access while at home. Should this decision be made, information will go onto the school 

website and the Buckinghamshire Council website under school closures. Announcements will also 

be made on the local radio station. 

 

School uniform 

We are very proud of how smart the children look in school wearing their school uniform. 

Please can you ensure that they are wearing black or navy socks with black or navy school shoes, 

(white socks with trainers is fine on PE days), and not odd or brightly coloured socks. 

We have also had some uniform go missing which is named, so please could you just do a check that 

the uniform that your child is wearing is in fact theirs. Please also can you ensure that you name 

all items of clothing which your child wears for school so that should it be mislaid it can be 

returned immediately to the children.
